
ICMC 2026 - FAQs

What is the ICMC and Who Oversees It? 
- The ICMC is the International Campus Ministry Conference, held annually across the U.S. 
- It starts on Thursday, July 30, 2026, and concludes on Sunday, August 2, 2026. 
- This year it is taking place at the Baird Center in downtown Milwaukee.
- This year’s theme is:  To The End
- The Chicago Church staff is responsible for planning, organizing, and running the conference. 
- The Milwaukee Church is assisting by providing volunteers to help support the conference as needed. 

Who is it For and Who Attends?
- The conference is for campus students across the U.S. and internationally who are part of our family of 

churches.  It includes a number of ministry staff across the U.S., who are supporting and teaching at 
the conference.  

- There are over 1,200 attendees registered at this time.  
- Note about Minors – the ICMC’s policy states that they are open to HS seniors attending the 

conference but not encouraging those younger to register. 
- The Milwaukee Church supports the ICMC’s policy related to minors (high school seniors) attending the 

conference. 

How is the Milwaukee Church involved?
- From Wednesday, July 29th—Sunday, August 2nd, the Milwaukee Church has been asked to provide 

volunteer support for some of the conference activities. 
- Our volunteer support includes housing for worship team members, childcare for ICMC ministry staff, 

registration check-in for attendees, and ushering during the conference and Sunday service.  
  
The Milwaukee Church Sunday Worship Service on August 2, 2026 

- The Sunday service will include our Milwaukee Church together with the ICMC attendees.
- It will begin at 10am at the Baird Center, but everyone should plan to arrive early (especially if you have 

children who will be in childcare).  
- Childcare is being provided by our Milwaukee Church members – for ages Infant through 2nd Grade. 
- All other kids will be in the service with parents to enjoy the worship, the music, and the messages.   

Parking in Downtown Milwaukee 
- The parking fee to park directly at the Baird Center has been negotiated and will be approximately 

$24.00/day.
